CURRICULUM AND QUALITY COMMITTEE

TERMS OF REFERENCE
1. The committee shall consist of 5 or more members of the Corporation of whom one shall be the Principal.

2. Meetings of the committee shall be quorate if at least 40% of members are present and with a minimum of 3 members present.

3. The membership of the committee will be reviewed on a regular basis by the Corporation
4. The committee shall appoint a Chair from amongst the member of the Committee.  

5. The committee shall report all of its actions to the Corporation by submitting all minutes of all meetings to the Corporation.
6. The committee will ensure that a policy for quality has been approved by the Corporation and is followed throughout the College.

7. The committee will recommend to the Corporation levels for annual targets for students’ achievements and for retention (success rates) and will ensure that these are monitored.

8. The committee will ensure that the College Self-Assessment Report and Development Plan is shared with and approved by the Corporation.
9. The committee will receive regular reports on quality matters.

10. The committee will receive regular reports on the curriculum and curriculum research and developments.
11. The committee will appoint, from among its membership, a Governor to be responsible for the pursuance of standards and quality improvement issues.

12. The committee will ensure that the College is taking appropriate action which will lead to the management of the College addressing areas of concern.

13. The committee will monitor performance and ensure that the College is taking the appropriate action necessary to address any weaknesses in performance.

14. The committee shall be able to make decisions on matters that have been delegated to the committee by the Corporation within the Corporation’s powers of delegation.

15. Meetings of the committee will be held at least once each term, i.e. a minimum of three meetings a year.

16. Meetings shall be called and managed according to the College Standing Orders.
