• You can make advanced bookings for computers through the OLC staff. If, however, you	
    are unable to keep the booking please inform OLC staff.

Other Services

The Reprographics Department is situated on the ground floor in room G04.  
Photocopying and binding are available for a small charge.  There are also various items of stationery, 
such as computer disks, paper, plastic wallets, acetates and ring binders for sale.

The Library is situated on the ground floor in room G17. All New College students are entitled to 
borrow items from the library upon proof that they are enrolled on a New College course. There 
are also 10 computers and printing facilities located in the Library.  

Audio-Visual Aids (AVA) comes under the control of the technician who is based in G64 and 
consists of providing equipment to support courses, maintaining the TV and radio studios and 
offering expert advice.  The studio (G62) provides an opportunity for students to broadcast to the 
refectory and can be used to practice interviewing and presentation techniques.
